Fricatives: – produced with a stricture of close approximation

Central – air passage through the center of the mouth

Lateral – air passage through the side(s) of the tongue

Approximant – stricture of open approximation

Central – air passage thought the center of the mouth

Lateral – air passage through the sides of the tongue

Tap/Flap – the tongue makes a single tap against the alveolar ridge

Trill – the tongue makes a series of taps against the alveolar ridge

Affricate – produced with plosive phase followed by fricative phase

Vowels

· produced with a stricture of open approximation

Vowels can be described in terms of three factors: 

(1) the height of the body of the tongue

(2) the front—back position of the tongue 

(3) the degree of lip rounding
